The cloth is manufactured in
Melbourne, and has been on the market in New Zealand since
2005. The product was approved by the New Zealand Food Safety
Authority, holds NSF registration and is registered with BFA.



2. Description of the Verification.

The Good Environmental Choice Label is the national product life
cycle independent environmental declaration in Australia
(www.geca.org.au). The organisation is an independent non-profit
environmental research and certification organisation recognised
as the Australian member of an international network of
ecolabelling schemes under the Global Ecolabelling Network.
